By the time you read this, the first quarter will be drawing
to a close. The school year is very much underway. |
would like to begin by thanking the PTSA and all of the
parent and student volunteers who generously gave their
time to help with the opening of the 2006-2007 school
year. Many hours were spent stuffing the back to school
packets and distributing them to the families. | would
also like to thank the parent volunteers who helped with
the sorting and alphabetizing of the back to school forms
as well as the hospitality committee who provided us with
a delicious lunch. We could not have done it without all
of you.

Despite a torrential downpour, we had a very successful
Back to School Night. Thanks to everyone who braved
the elements and took advantage of the opportunity to
meet our teachers and find out about what is happening
in your student's classes. Staying involved with your
students is one of the many keys to their success.

We have always made security a top priority at McLean
High School, however in light of the recent incidents
across the nation and our own incident in the woods we
are taking steps to be more vigilant:

All exterior doors are locked at 7:45 a.m., with the
exception of the "rock" and the main entrance
(#1) in the front of the building.

All visitors must report and sign in to receive a
temporary visitors badge in the main office, and
make sure it is displayed at all times while in the
building.

All FCPS employees are to wear/display ID
badges at all times while in the building.

Security staff will make regular sweeps of the
exterior of the building including our student and
faculty parking lots.

Anyone without the proper identification will be
confronted by the security staff or any FCPS personnel.

Please talk with your son or daughter and urge him or her
to always be aware of surroundings and to report any
suspicious activities or persons. When students are
outside, we recommend that they travel in pairs whenever
possible and again, immediately report to an adult any
suspicious cars, people, or activity in the vicinity of the
school. We practiced a lock-down drill and will continue to
hold them until we feel completely satisfied with how they
were conducted. We appreciate your cooperation and will
continue to be proactive with safety and security in the
building.

Student and staff safety truly is one of our highest priorities.

We were very pleased and proud to learn that McLean High
School has 7 semi-finalists in the 2007 National Merit
Scholarship Program. Approximately 1.4 million students in
more than 21,000 high schools participate in this
scholarship program. The program recognizes 9,700 with
scholarships valued at nearly $46 million dollars.
Congratulations to Penelope Burchfiel , lan Christensen,
Eunji Chung, Alexandra Draggeim, Caitlin Norton,

Beyang Shi, and Aaron Woo, our Semi-Finalists!

We also had two winners in the 2006 National Council of
Teachers of English Achievement Award in Writing. The
recipients were chosen from 2,080 students nominated in
their junior year by their teachers. Participants ranged from
50 states, The District of Columbia, Canada, the Virgin
Islands and American schools abroad. Congratulations to
Genevieve Blau and Leo Brett our 2006 winners.

In addition, | would also like to congratulate Florette King .
Flo received the Partnership Award from the Fairfax
Partnership for Youth. She contributed generously of her
time and talent to assure the success of the 10" Annual
Middle School Forum and the 11™ Annual Teen Summit.

Last but not least, | am very proud to report that the
McLean Symphonic Band has been invited to play at the
Midwest Clinic, an international conference of musicians,
music educators and music industry representatives from
all 50 states and over 30 foreign countries. The conference
takes place in Chicago, IL each December. With 12,000-
14,000 in attendance, it is the largest convention of

instrumental music educators in the world. Only six high
school bands were selected to give concerts at "Midwest"
this year. Itis truly a rare honor for MHS to have one of
the "Highlander Bands" perform at this event.

Regarding attendance, our approach has been threefold -
informing students, parents and teachers of the
importance of attendance in terms of academic
achievement, stressing that accurate records be kept,
and holding everyone accountable for missing school.

In the past, attendance was not accurately taken, and if a
student was not reported absent in one of the four
periods in a day, they were counted as attending school.
We are making sure that accurate records are kept, and
that means we are more clearly reflecting our true
attendance rate.

One very positive sign we have is that the number of
students who have not missed a single day is
considerably higher than last year - this year we have
674 students with perfect attendance so far this year.
What a difference our focus is making!

Again a reminder, all pre-arranged absences must go to
Mr. Jeffers for approval. Each request is evaluated for
special circumstances and approved or rejected
accordingly. Please review the SR&R attendance section
to review valid reasons for absences on our web site
(http://www.fcps.edu/McLeanHS) under the button
labeled INFORMATION for the MHS attendance policy.

A couple of reminders, please remember that McLean
High School, as are all FCPS schools, is a closed
campus and students may not leave campus for lunch.
Our School Resource Officer (SRO) and our entire
security team have been vigilant in enforcing this, and
unfortunately many students have been disciplined for
coming or going. Again, we want to stress that we
cannot ensure that they are in a secure environment if
they leave campus.

There are still a few students who have not turned in the
signature page from the SR&R booklet or their
emergency care information. If you have not signed
these forms for your student, please be sure to remind
them about turning the forms in.

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Library News

Welcome to the wonderful world of the McLean
Databases and E-Books. In their daily contact with
students and teachers, librarians Carol Cuccia and
Joan McCarthy stress the importance of accessing and
utilizing authoritative sources for research, homework
assignments, and personal information. Our students
are truly the Google generation, and while Google has
its place in our information driven society, much of the
information our students retrieve from Google either is
not relevant or creditable. Fortunately, the McLean
community of learners (students, teachers,
administrators, and family members) have access to a
professionally evaluated database collection.

Our comprehensive database collection permits the
user to delve into current newspaper articles from
around the world and the United States. LexisNexis is
the primary database for daily newspaper articles.
Students, teachers and family members may search
through high quality academic journals when they want
to be informed about research, position papers,
experiments, and findings in any or all of the academic
disciplines. Expanded Academic ASAP is just one of
the many databases that offer such in-depth
information. Primary documents, maps, photographs,
illustrations, graphs/tables, and even audio recordings
are accessible through many of the databases.
Students Resource Center Gold, Grolier Online, and
ABC-CLIO are three such databases that provide a
variety of source formats.

For the past month, we have been teaching information
literacy skills that emphasize effective search
techniques inclusive of Boolean logic operatives and
the rationale why a subject search, in most cases, yield
more viable results than a keyword search. Many
teachers and their students have been to the library to
learn about and experiment with the various databases.
Efficient, effective search strategies do not occur with
one visit to the library, however, with increased
exposure to the databases and their particular features
students will become outstanding discerners of
knowledge and authorship.

We are fortunate at McLean to have an active partnership
with the Safe Community Coalition (SCC). Over the
years, this organization has consistently supported us in
many ways to maintain a safe community for our youth,
including: funding for our after-school initiative "The
Lounge," Senior Ethics Day, sponsorship of Safe Prom
Week, Teen Summit, various speakers, and the list goes
on... The most recent meeting included a review of the
2005 Fairfax County Youth Survey Highlights, an annual
survey sponsored by the Fairfax County Board of
Supervisors and the School Board, and administered by
the Safe and Drug-Free Youth Section (to most of our
10th and 12th graders). The survey is designed to collect
data about the level of knowledge, attitudes, and
behavior of Fairfax County youth, as well as measure
specific risk and protective factors. This exhaustive
survey, covering twelve critical areas, resulted in
significant findings in 53 separate issue areas. Each of
the issues are important, and deserve our consideration.
However, at this time, one in particular caught my
attention: 96% of survey respondents report doing fun
things with their family. Among all of the results on
drugs, suicide, bullying, and gang involvement, this single
statement stands out as a reminder of the importance of
ongoing family involvement. Take it for what it is, an

MAKING APPOINTMENTS WITH COUNSELORS:

FOR STUDENTS This year there are several new faces
in the Counseling Office, and the department has been
working on the most efficient way for students to make
appointments. In an effort to maximize students’ time in
the classroom, the counseling staff would like to see
students in a manner that is least intrusive on
instructional time. To that end, there are several ways for
students to see their counselor.

The Drop In — The counselors all have an open
door policy and welcome unscheduled visits on
students’ free time . If your counselor is not busy
he/she will be happy to meet with you right then!

The Scheduled Appointment - There will be a
clipboard just inside of the guidance suite with
appointment sheets for each day and will allow
students to make their own appointment at a time
that works best and when they will not be missing
a quiz/test/or formal lab. They will obtain a blue
“Prearranged Student Appointment” pass

These appointments can be scheduled the day
of, or ahead of time if needed. These
appointment sheets are only for student use.
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The E-Mail — Students may also e-mail their
counselor and they will be back in touch with an
answer; or they may send a pass for you — a
routine students are probably more familiar with!
Counselors often send for students for a variety
of reasons, and the runner will give them a
salmon-colored pass.

FOR PARENTS Please call or e-mail your counselor
directly to schedule an appointment at a mutually
available time. Drop-ins are difficult to accommodate due
to our busy schedules.

McLean will have hosted over 115 colleges and
universities this fall. Be sure to keep on checking
the College Career Center website at
www.fcps.edu/McLeanHS for information about
college information programs both on campus and
in the local area.

The most important thing that seniors should keep in
mind at this point of the year is the importance of
keeping grades up. The acceptance letters from
colleges are very specific about successful completion
of senior year being the last hurdle. Final acceptance
is dependent on the senior grades submitted to all
colleges in late June. Students who have succumbed
to “senioritis” may receive letters from their chosen
college asking for an explanation for the drop in grades.
This may lead to a probationary period once the
student arrives on campus or release from their
acceptance. Please talk with your student about
making wise choices.

DEADLINES FOR TRANSCRIPT REQUESTS AND
LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION TO
COUNSELORS Deadlines for seniors were published
in the Post Secondary Handbook and reiterated by
counselors in the senior meetings held in September.
These dates are to give counselors the needed time to
do the best for their students. Writing
recommendations is a time consuming process which
all counselors undertake for their seniors, particularly
during the 1% semester. Please encourage your
student to be respectful of these deadlines:

HINTS FOR SENIORS AND THEIR FAMILIES
Organize college application materials by
folders. Put important due dates on the inside
cover — application, payment, transcript
request, testing, recommendations, essays,
interview/audition, financial aid etc.

Use a calendar to show due dates. Keep it
near when you work and where you look at it
every day.

Talk about each person'’s role in the process.
How much help or support does the student
want from you?

Do not insist your student apply to a school they
have no interest in or intention of going to even if
they get in. It's a waste of their time and your
money.

Be realistic in your expectations. Competition is
high at most selective schools. It is suggested
that a student apply to no more than 6-8 colleges:
2 reaches or unpredictable, 2-4 possible or
target, 2 foundation or safety..

College visits are highly recommended before
applications are filed. There are many examples
in the DC area of different settings (urban,
suburban rural) and the environment (small,
medium, large, huge). Use the upcoming four-
day holiday 11/4-11/7 to visit. College websites
have information for prospective students.

When in doubt, call the college to ask questions.
COLLEGE IS A MATCH TO BE MADE, NOT A
PRIZE TO BE WON.

MID YEAR GRADE REPORTS including seventh
semester grades will automatically be sent to colleges
where seniors apply. The mid-year forms supplied by the
colleges are not needed. Be sure to read directions on
the application. Some colleges want students to provide
this information themselves, or not at all.

FINANCIAL AID PLANNING starts with the FAFSA (Free
Application for Federal Student Aid) for all students and
the CSS Profile if the student is applying to a private
college or a public university with special financial
deadlines. The FAFSA is available starting sometime in
November, but cannot be filed until January 1, 2007. The
FAFSA is online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. An estimator is
available for families to get a head start calculating their
expected family contribution. Accessing this site and
getting a PIN number will make things easier in the
future. Check out the Financial Aid link on the College
Career Center website at www.fcps.edu/MclLeanHS

**Please use only the site stated above to fill out your
FAFSA. The form is FREE and no one should have to
pay money to receive financial aid or scholarships.
There is a commercial site which charges for the

service. Don't be confused.

TOP FINANCIAL AID QUESTIONS TO ASK A
COLLEGE:
1. What application materials are needed to
apply for aid and does the college require its
own form in addition to the FAFSA?

2. What are the deadlines for submitting aid
forms?

3. When will I be natified of my financial aid
eligibility?

4. Describe your financial aid program,
including requirements for need-based aid,
merit-based aid and scholarships.

5. Once my financial aid package is awarded,
will additional scholarships reduce the
amount of financial aid | can receive?

6. Will your institution meet my full financial
need and will it meet my full need for all
four years?

WHO CAN FILE FOR THE FREE APPLICATION FOR
FEDERAL STUDENT AID (FAFSA)?
Only citizens and eligible noncitizens (generally
permanent residents) can receive aid from
programs through the U.S. Department of
Education (the Title IV programs).
People who are NOT eligible noncitizens may
fill out the FAFSA. The FAFSA is not just an
application for Title IV funds. Many states and
individual colleges use it to determine the
student’s eligibility for funds from the state or
school.

SCHOLARSHIP SCAMS tend to have a particular set
of characteristics. Based on information from many
sources, here are warning signs of a possible
scholarship scam:  Application or other fees;
everyone is eligible; typing or spelling errors; a mail
drop for a return address; masquerading as a federal
agency; unusual requests for personal information;
notification by phone; guaranteed winnings;
unsolicited opportunities ; no telephone numbers;
operating out of a residence; time pressure; high
success rates.

COLLEGE ADMISSIONS THOUGHTS An article in the
Summer 2002 Journal of College Admission by Scott
White, veteran school counselor, entitled “Are the Best
Minds of a Generation Being Destroyed by Madness?”
posed the question “What's going on here?” Several
veteran high school and college admission counselors
shared these thoughts. Four years later, they are even
more pertinent.

- (Counselors) should be urging students and
parents to do what is healthy and what is true
to the core values and inspirations of the
individual.

We need to educate families that no college is
a silver bullet that will ensure fame, fortune
and happiness.

Students need to look for colleges that are the
best match for them rather than merely the
most selective college to which they can gain
admission.

The final outcome as to whether a student is
admitted or denied has as much to do with
institutional priorities, as it has to do with the
academic strengths of the students admitted.

SOPHOMORE NOTES

SOPHOMORES will visit the College/Career Center in
the spring. They will be introduced to a variety of
resources including career interest inventories which they
can use to identify their skills, strengths and interests.
Students will have the opportunity to research a
suggested career or another career of their choice.

Areas to be researched include education, working
conditions, job opportunities and related careers.

PSAT results will be shared with students as soon as
they arrive at McLean in early December.

TIPS FOR SOPHOMORES include keeping their grades
up and getting involved in activities either in school or out
in the community. Some colleges and universities start
looking at a students’ academic career in the sophomore
year, making sophomore and junior year grades one of
the most important parts of the admissions process. If
the freshman year was less than stellar, an upward trend
in grades will let the colleges know the student is serious
about academics.

FRESHMAN NOTES

FRESHMAN DECISIONS are wide and varied. Now that
they have had a quarter to settle in, we hope they will
work to improve their grades if necessary or maintain the
high ones they have achieved.

They need to understand that everything they attempt,
in or out of the classroom, counts towards their post
secondary plans. Many colleges look at the transcript
starting with freshman year. An upward trend for
grades is an indication of a student who has worked to
improve his/her performance.

Extra-curricular activities should be started now,
especially for those activities that may be attempted all
four years as that shows commitment to a goal. The
important thing to remember about activities is not
how many but the depth of involvement in a few.

Decisions about academics and activities will affect a
student’s post secondary options. As the student goes
through his/her years at McLean, decisions about right
and wrong, activities attempted, courses selected,
deadlines missed, classes skipped and time spent
studying will all be part of a student’s history and
reflected in his/her transcript, resume and
recommendations.
